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Annual Report to Parents/Carers on the Implementation of the Special Educational Needs and Disability (SEND) Policy and the School Accessibility Plan
YEAR: 2013-14
Children with special educational needs all have learning difficulties or disabilities that make it harder for them to learn than most children of the same age. These children may need extra or different help from that given to other children of the same age. 

The Special Educational Needs Code of Practice lies at the heart of Upwood Primary School’s SEND Policy and sets out the processes and procedures that all organisations should follow to meet the needs of children. The Code describes a graduated approach that recognises that children learn in different ways and can have different kinds of SEND. So increasingly, step-by-step, support at School Action and specialist expertise at School Action Plus can be put in place to help overcome the difficulties that a child may have. If further support is required the school may request a statutory assessment of special needs, which may result in a Statement of SEND being issued to the child.

Policy

The SEND Policy was reviewed in Autumn 2012 and will be reviewed again in Autumn 2014in line with SEN Reforms which will be implemented from September 2014. 

The School SENCo is Mrs Myles-Gardiner.
The SEND governor is Mrs Howe.
Number of Pupils with SEND

Currently we have 21 children on the SEND register. Of these, some have moderate learning difficulties and some require additional support from an outside agency, for example a Speech and Language Therapist or a member of the Specialist Teaching Team. 

We have four children with a statement which means they have Teaching Assistant hours which are dedicated specifically to them.

Pupils are encouraged to participate in termly reviews of their learning and all pupils discuss their successes and targets with their class teachers. Statemented children are also encouraged to give their own views at their annual review.

Progress of Pupils with SEND
We are very proud of the progress that our SEND children make by the end of Year 6 with some SEND children making 3 levels progress and believe that the changes we have made to the way they are supported will mean they make even more progress in the future.
All children are expected to make 2 levels progress by the end of Key Stage 2 in Reading, Writing and Maths. We have the same expectation for our SEND children. 

Progress of all children is monitored through half-termly pupil progress meetings which class teachers and teaching assistants attend. SEN children are closely monitored during these meetings to ensure they make expected progress. Interventions will be discussed if there are signs of underachievement which are overseen by the school’s SENCo. 

End of KS2
There are 5 SEN pupils in this cohort who have been identified for SEND provision. All of the children took the Year 6 SAT Reading paper: 60% of the children achieved at least a Level 4 (national expectation) which is a fantastic achievement; two achieved a Level 5 (which is above the national expectation).  All five children who took the Mental Maths test secured success in answering some timed questions correctly; three children managed to achieve between 75%-85%, with two achieving between 45%-55%. All five children achieved 2 levels progress in Writing and 4 children achieved 2 levels progress in Maths. 
End of KS1
There are 3 SEN pupils in this cohort who have been identified for SEND provision. One SEND pupil achieved the Phonics Check standard in Year 1 and two SEND pupils achieved the Phonics Check standard in Year 2. All three pupils did not achieve the national expectation of 2b in Reading, Writing and Maths but they will be targeted for accelerated learning throughout Key Stage 2 to ensure they make two levels progress by the end of Year 6 (expected progress).

Deployment of Staff and Resources

In a primary school, adult support is vital for children who find accessing the curriculum a challenge. We are continually reviewing how we deploy our Teaching Assistants and how best to use this most valuable asset. Children with Statements have dedicated TA time. Other children are supported in small groups or 1 to 1 by trained Teaching Assistants. 
Most intervention programmes take place in the classroom. Teaching Assistantsalso deliver programmes initiated by the Speech and Language Therapist. A trained TA also carries out a social skills group during lunchtime which is important for our vulnerable children. We have TAs trained to deliver a sensory circuit which has been monitored by an occupational therapist who praised the school’s provision.

We do have some specialist equipment in school which is available for children who need them, such as:

· coloured overlays.

· ‘wobble’seats.

· sloppingwritingboards.

· sensory circuit equipment.
· CCTV enhancer.
· Dragon Speaker for the computer.
External Agencies

Upwood Primary prides itself on the relationships it has built up with outside agencies (such as educationalist psychologist, school doctor, school nurse, specialist teaching team, speech and language therapist etc) and uses these relationships to ensure that our children receive the best possible support. We aim to assess children who are having difficulties in the classroom and refer them to the relevant agencies as quickly as possible.
Transfer to Secondary School
We liaise very closely with the Abbey College and other secondary schools which parents/carers choose to send their children to. This ensures a smooth transition for all our Year 6 children. In addition, our SENCo and Year 6 class teacher meet with the Abbey SENCoto pass on vital information about our SEND children, guaranteeing that they continue to receive the correct support. 

Staff Development

We encourage all staff to continue their professional development throughout their career with us. Our SENCo regularly attends training courses and conferences to make certain that she is current on all matters relevant to SEND. TAs are trained both in-house and by attending pertinent courses. Many TAs do this in their own time demonstrating an admirable commitment to Upwood Primary andits children.

Equality Act – Accessibility and Future Plans

Under the Equality Act 2010, schools are required to take proactive steps to ensure their disabled pupils, staff and governors, parents/carers and other people using the school are treated equally. We have established anAccessibility Plan to promoteequality of opportunity for disabled pupils, which sets out to improve access to facilities and the physical environment of the school, as well as the curriculum and information for pupils.

Accessibility Plan
The Accessibility plan was last reviewed in Autumn2013 and is reviewed annually. We have worked with a variety of staff, parents/carers and pupils to ensure that we meet all needs. A copy of the Plan is available on request.
Numbers of Children with Disabilities and Medical Needs Within the School
We currently have 3 children in the school with a disability. 

Steps taken to prevent disabled children from being treated less favourably than other pupils:
· although we currently have no disabled children in school, we consult external agencies to ensure that when refurbishing an area of the school, it is suitable for wheelchair users to access. 
· we have a disabled toilet in the School Reception area. 
· we rearrange our classroom organisation to ensure disabled children can attend an after school club, if they so wish. 
We pride ourselves that we have never had to refuse any child participation in a school lesson, event (such as the school play or sports day) or outing (either locally or on a bus) because of their disability. 
Disability,in general, is portrayed in a positive light within the school. Children discuss disability during Personal, Social and Health Education and positive images of disabled children are drawn upon.

Parents/Carers Involvement in the Provision for Children with SEND
We have an open door policy, which means that parents/carers of all our children have free and open access to school staff. Parent consultations are held twice a year and parents/carers of SEND children have additional meetings such as annual reviews of statements and team around the child meetings. 
Individual Education Plans are shared with children and parents/carers. A questionnaire canvassed parents/carers’ opinions in November 2012. The SEND governor is readily available to support parents/carers of SEND children.
The SEND Policy and the Accessibility Policy are both available on request. If parents/carers do not have access to the internet, a hard copy can be requested from the School Office. Any other information can be obtained from the Chair of Governor, the School’s SEND governor, the School’s SENCo or the Head Teacher.
If there should be any concerns about SEND provision parents/carers can request a copy of the school’s Complaints Procedure which can be obtained from the School Office.
We value feedback from parents/carers and use this to improve our provision for all children at Upwood Primary. 
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
